Nguyén Ngoc Tho: Some elements of school culture

School culture is a subculture corresponding to the educational environment. It not only contains the
national culture identity of but also conveys and shares the common values of the humankind. The school
culture is formed based on the initial assumptions (beliefs, values, vision, mission, goals, etc.), and
become an environment and catalyst for smooth, effective implementation of the teaching activities and
other school activities as well as realization of the educational objectives. The article defines the concept,
the structure of school culture and its most typical elements and depicts the conotation of school culture
through presenting the theoretical foundations and international experience.

This research is conducted from a cultural perspective, which use ritual factors (focusing on
"liminality" of the school’s ritualized activities) and their effectiveness as measures of shaping and
operating school culture based on viewpoints of Victor Turner (1968/1969), Seligman and Weller
(2012). The decisive factor of the characteristics and effectiveness of school culture is formation of

"liminality”, "communitas”, "sharing" and creativity that incoporate the assumed values of the school’s
ritualized practices and other activities.
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
