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Nguyén Thi Tam Hanh: Cross-Oriental and Western feature in Hue cuisine under
Nguyen Dynasty

Nguyen Dynasty (1802 - 1945) was the last monarchy in Viet Nam and existed in a special historical
period which witnessed political interactions with both China and France at the same time. The Chinese
cuisine which exerted early influence on the local one, the imported Western (especially French) cuisine,
and the native cuisine which was shaped by special ecological conditions were converged into Hue
cuisine. Under the Nguyen Dynasty, Hue cuisine was charaterized with very distinctive features. At
present, Hue cuisine changes not only ingredients, processing techniques, food system but also food
structure, space and ways of serving, which influencesits customers. Hue cuisine has been exported to
Western countries.

Within the scope of this article, we attempt to sketch transformation of Hue cuisine in the fundamental
period which witnessed the shift from the one mainly influenced by the Chinese culture to the cultural
internationalization period which was characterized with influences of the Western culture. These changes
reflect the Hue people’s views on and behaviors towards preservation of traditional cuisine as well as
adoption of new culinary elements.
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
