Nguyén Hiru Thong - L& Nhw Khué: Buddhism imprints in the West Quéng Binh

The West Quang Binh is a recognized intersection in the culture of ethnic groups which is
characterized with crucial exposures, providing implications for questions not limited to the province but for
the whole region. The mountainous areas in the West Quang Binh and Northwest Quang Binh are habitat
of the Chut ethnic people who belong to the Viethamese-Mwéng language group and have an inseparable
relation with other nationalities living further in the West Laos, with the Bru-Van Kieu ethnic people of
theMon-Khmer language group in the Northeast.

The imprint of the Buddhist culture is most noted in this land. Its legacy is the current recogized
worshiping practices and documents, which helps us explain these questions. It allows to state important
assumptions which contributed to the depictation of the Buddhism diffusion in this land and suggested
issues for studying Buddhism in the history of Quang Binh, especially the Buddhism’s influence in the
Western region in relation to the Buddhism in Vietnam and the region.
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
