D6 Khanh Nhung: Disscussing the origin of Xoan singing in Pha Tho province

Xoan singing, or Loi Len singing, Tho singing, Khuc mon singing... are the worshiping style of the
singing, which have a long history and is associated with the Hung Vwong worshiping practice in Van Lang
period. Therefore, the origin of Xoan singing is legendary, associated with the historical stories and their
deviations. At present, each Xoan village has its own documentation of the Xoan origin and strives to confirm
that Xoan is originated from that village. Based on the review of the published research works, we try to discuss
the origin of Xoan singing from three approaches.: first, based on the stories of Xoan singing origins in Xoan
villages; second, based on the type of performance ritual; third, based on the correlation between Xoan and Dau
singing, Nha to’ singing, singing Quan ho singing... and give our statements on this type of performance which
has been recognized by UNESCO as an intangible cultural heritage of humanity.
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
