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Nguyén Chi Bén: Community and ecotourism developnment in the Central
Highlands of Vietham

The Central Highlands of Vietham is a cultural region with many peculiarities. In terms
of cultural heritage, the space of Gong culture in the Central Highlands was inscribed by
the UNESCO on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity in
2005/2008. Besides, this region has many other valuable forms of tangible and intangible
cultural heritage as well as favorable conditions for ecotourism development. As it is the
home of 11 native ethnic groups belonging to two different language families, including
Austroasiatic groups (Ba Na, Brau, Co Ho, Gié Triéng, Ma, Mnéng, Ro Mam, Xo Bang)
and Malayo Polynesia groups (E Dé, Gia Rai, Chu Ru), the community that inhabits the

Central Highlands has many peculiarities in its structure and operation model. The paper,
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thus, initially analyzes the role of community in the development of ecotourism in the
Central Highlands of Vietham. They are people who present the attractive wildness of the
highland as well as its fauna and flora. They are also performers who showcase elements
of Gong culture (the dance of xoang, Gong playing and Gong repairing) and many other
kinds of music instruments only seen in this region (T’rwung and Klong put). Based on
these analyses, the paper presents some recommendations aiming to the improvement of
the role of community in the development of ecotourism in the Central Highlands of

Vietnam.
