Vo Thi Hoang Lan: Festivals dedicated to the cult of water and the development of
tourism in the red river delta

The Red River Delta of Vietnam consists of 7 provinces and 2 municipals, including: Vinh Phuc, Bac
Ninh, Hwng Yén, Hai Dwong, Nam Binh, Thai Binh, Ninh Binh, Ha Noi and Hai Phong. Here, the cult of
water plays a significant role in the spiritual life of the residents, facilitating a countless number of
traditional festivals. It is vital, therefore, to pay attention to these festivals as they are very important to the
development of tourism in this region. In recognizing that tourism development is required to not only
contribute to the socio-economic prosperity but also to the effective representation of the region’s cultural
identity, this paper will:

- Analyze the movement of the cult of water during the historical process where the Viét discovered
and exploited the Red River Delta (from the role of water in wet rice agriculture, which led to the
sacralization of water, to the symbolization of water to represent prosperity during the time where trading
activities enjoyed their flourish)

- Examine traditional festivals of the Viét as vehicle to preserve the symbolic meanings of water in their
contemporary life.

- Indicate what constitutes the uniqueness of festivals associated with the cult of water in the Red
River Delta in order to more effectively introduce this form of cultural heritage to tourists with a hope to
improve tourism industry in the region.
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
