D6 Thi Thanh Thay: Towards a market economy: The Socialisation Policy and lIts
Impact on State-Owned Theatres in Vietham

In the reform (Doi moi) era in Vietnam, there was a progressive shift of legislation towards a market
economy in the cultural sector from the late 1990s. The most noteworthy of these are the enactment of the
“Socialisation” policies which aimed to facilitate non-government resources, diversify actors for cultural and
arts activities, enable public organisations to have a certain level of autonomy and promote a market-
responsive management style. In this paper, | investigate the impacts of the Socialisation policies on state-
owned theatre companies and ask: What are the changes in organisational management of the state-
owned theatre companies under the influence of the Socialisation policies? What are the constraints and
obstacles? The paper concludes by highlighting the dilemmas and experimental nature of the policies in
the transition period and suggests that the government should consider more strategic solutions to enable
the theatre companies to adapt successfully in this new period.
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
