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Nguyén Thi Thu Phwong: From Cultural Soft Resource to Cultural Soft Power of Vietnam

Scholars and policy-makers have used the term “soft power” and “cultural soft power” for a long time
mostly based on J.Nye’s conceptual framework which was constructed in the context of the United States
and other powerful countries; on various discussions on promoting cultural soft power at macro level
without taking into consideration the application of specific policies in order to promote cultural soft power
of different actors, especially the developing countries who are often rich in cultural resources but not as
powerful in economic resources such as Viet Nam. From the approach of transforming cultural soft
resources into cultural soft power, the paper focuses on three key issues: 1) reviewing J.Nye's soft power
theory and debates; 2) proposing a framework for analyzing the mechanism of transforming cultural soft
resources into cultural soft power in the context of interaction of strengths and international integration; 3)
providing some suggestions on possibility to transform cultural soft resources into cultural soft power in the
short, medium and long-term vision in Vietnam.
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
