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Lé Burc Hanh - Nguyén Binh: Changes in the life cycle ritual of Cham Muslims in An Giang

The Cham people in An Giang follow Islam and are heavily influenced by the religious teachings and
canon law they believe in. The life cycle rituals of the Cham Muslims in An Giang are carried out with strict
regulations, imbued with religion in the life of each believer. However, in the context of today's
modernization, in the cultural exchange with other ethnic groups in the region, especially the Kinh, there
have been changes in life cycle rituals Cham people in An Giang. The Cham Islam community here still
keeps the ritual with 3 stages: the birth stage, the adult stage and the death stage. Each period has its own
rituals with its own regulations, but there have been changes in the rituals towards simplicity while still
retaining the cultural-religious identity of the community. The article presents changes in the life cycle
rituals of Cham Muslims in An Giang in the current context.
