Poan Thi My Hwong: Expressions of the dancing Siva God in Quang Nam and Nam Hai Guan
Yin in the Red River Delta: similarities and differences

Siva God and Nam Hai Guan Yin are the gods worshiped by the Cham and Viet people. If Siva God is
considered as a supreme god, symbolizing the power of creation and destruction, Guan Yin is considered
a powerful deity, symbolizing love and ability to hear the cry, reach out to help sentient beings who are
suffering. These conceptions were influenced by neighboring cultures. The article identified forms of
language and expressions of the sculpture art of images of Siva God in Quang Nam and Nam Hai Guan
Yin in the Northern Delta. It found out similarities and differences between the two sculpture forms of these
two powerful gods.
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
