Bui Quang Thanh: Beliefs of worshiping Hung King, the origin of the moral values and
social cohesion

Research works on Hung Vuong age in the 60-70s of the last century has shown that in the initial years
after Hung Kings era, the belief of gratitude and honor of the ancestors was reflected in ritual practices,
festivals in village communities and strengthened. It became the daily habit and were approved,
recognized, maintained by the community, from generation after generation as socio-cultural norms.

From the family and clan perspective, it is seen the standards of relationship which is strengthened
increasingly by the patriarchy and blood alliances. From the cultural perspective, the religious activities of
worshiping Hung Kings as well as the legendary figures of this era practiced in families and clans, are
generalized symbols of ethic - moral standards and morality. They becomes a traditional routine that is
observed and enforced in all forms of rituals and daily activities, bearing national identity in the historical
process of building and defending the country.
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
