Lé Anh Tuan: Understanding the customs of sacrifices of Co Tu ethnic group through
the "offering the life" ritual and the role of blood

""Offering the life" (Bhudi hét) is an important ritual in the practice of big and small rituals of the Co Tu
ethnic group, associated with the use and acknowledgment of the role of blood (Ahaam). In the ritual
process, "Bhubi hot" is a compulsory step required by the customs, showing that Co Tu people
acknowledge the blood of the sacrifices in the sacrificial ceremony. The ritual of Bhu6i hét" and especially
the use of fresh and clean blood of the sacrifices are very notable, bearing many signs of the practice of
sacrifice associated with primitive beliefs that are very popular in many ethnic groups.
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
