Ngbé Binh Nam Giang: State management of intangible cultural heritage listed by

Ethnic communities living together in the midland and northern mountainous region in Vietnam have created
a treasure of rich and diverse intangible cultural heritages imbued with indigenous traditions, including eight
heritages listed by UNESCO.
