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Park Nark Jong: The management and establishment of cultural environment on the
Internet space in Korea

In the past, the media power of Korea represented by the existing giant media monopolized the
production and distribution of all information. However, due to the development of communication
platforms such as social network services and the development of information devices necessary for
content production, such as smartphones, it has become an era in which individuals can voice their voices
with the advent of one-person media. Individuals all over the world communicated and exchanged in real-
time, creating synergy, which further enriched the media culture. A positive aspect of Korean Internet
culture is that a more democratic society has become possible as media power held by a few has been
dispersed to the majority.

However, despite the positive impact of the Internet, it has also had the side effects of cyberbullying, the
production of fake news, and the production of harmful content to the youth generation, which promotes political
and social conflict and confusion. Accordingly, the Korean government is strengthening regulations on crimes
such as fake news through various laws such as the Criminal Code and the Civil Code and promulgates new
laws in line with reality. In order to resolve the negative aspects of the Internet, these laws and government
agencies are important, but the activities of non-governmental organizations contributing to the cultural
development of the Internet are also necessary. When the voluntary efforts of these non-governmental
organizations and media companies work together, a better Internet culture can be created.
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
