Tran Hoang Phong - Dinh Van Nhan: Hoa Hao Buddhism’s policy of eliminating superstition

Hoa Hao Buddhism is an endogenous religion which was founded by Mr. Huynh Phi Sé in 1939 in the
South of Viet Nam. Hoa Hao Buddhism has the policy of studying Buddhism and self-training, which is
similar to Bdwu Son Ky Huong and Tir An Hiéu nghia, two religions that were established earlier. Hba Hao
Buddhism highlights the policy of eliminating superstition, which is clearly expressed as follows: no more
building of statues and pagodas; worshiping ancestors, heroes and martyrs; not worshiping Buddhas and
spirits of unknown origin; no enormous offerings; not burning votive paper.
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
