Triéu Thé Viét: Cultural characters and Buddish philosophy in decoration of
worshiping statues in pagodas in the North of Vietham (a case study of typical statues)

Buddhism was introduced to Vietnam very early, but the plastic arts of Buddhism statutes likes nhan
dang statues (statues of peole shape) in Viet pagodas were created based on Vietnamese soul and did
not replicate artifacts from India or China. According to the fine art historical flow, nhan dang statues
appeared in Viet pagodas in the North in the Ly’s dynasty. They were not only religious statues but also
development landmarks of Viet's fine art in each history period and contained cultural codes of people of
Lac Héng origin. Studying nhan dang statues in pagodas in the Northern delta, we recognize the desire of
ancestors represented by these statues. This paper concentrates to explain some basic contents of
Buddhism philosophy expressed through plastic arts of nhan dang statues likes: Di da Tam ton statue in
Thay pagoda (Ha Nai city), Tam Thé tam thién Phat statue in Bat Thap pagoda, and Quan am thién tha
thién nhan statue in Bat Thap pagoda (B&c Ninh province).
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
