The transformation of Vietnam society at the end of 19™ century was the starting point for the
development of new arts such as Tai ttr music and Cai lwong theatre. At the same time, French were also
attracted and imported Indochina culture and arts to French culture and arts. The paper presents one
example of this relation in this period at World Expo exhibition in Paris 1900. With new document, the
paper analyses the building of Indochina Theatre in the connection with Governor Phwong, and
determined the role of Charles Lemire in the event that Cléo de Mérode combined with Tai t& music band.
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
