Nguyén Khac St: The prehistoric marine cultures of Vietnam - The outstanding
cultural - historical values

The prehistoric marine culture of Vietnam have undergone four development stages: Approach
(10,000-7,000BP), Formation (7,000-4,000 BP), Expansion (4,000-3,000 BP) and Integration (3,000-
2,000 BP).

The archaeological records have revealed that the progress of the prehistoric marine culture of
Vietnam is constant, inheriting and integrating new elements from the region.

The prehistoric marine culture of Vietham has conserved the evidence of the human adaptability to the
harsh environmental changes, for instance, marine transgressions, regressions, earthquakes, tsunami,
rains and storms, which form a marine cultural identity of Vietnam. Vietnam’s marine culture not only
contributes to the formation of people’s languages and the anthropological structure of Vietnam but also
develop unity in diversity of Vietnam’s culture in the Southeast Asian context. The lesson of adaptation of
the prehistoric inhabitants to the marine habitat during their cultural development is certainly valuable.
Therefore, the prehistoric sites of the marine cultures of Vietham need to be studied, protected and
promoted.
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
