Lwong Van Hy: Cultural studies and cultural anthropology in Anglophone academic environment:
An intellectual historical perspective

In the United Kingdom, cultural studies as an interdisciplinary research and training area have
developed for half a century ago in the context that British social anthropology does not pay much
attention to the concept of culture and to language/discourse. In North America, with the solid position of
cultural and linguistic anthropology, and the development of media studies, women’s and gender studies,
ethnic studies, scholars in these fields of inquiry have long paid attention to the interplay of culture,
discourse, media, and power. British-style cultural studies do not spread into an empty space in North
America.
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
