D6 Xuan Phu: Mandarin and soldier statutes at Khai Pinh tomb, Hué ancient capital

Sculpture was quite developed in Nguyen Dynasty, notably the iconic Mandarins and soldiers at the
Tomb of Khai Dinh which marked the development of culture, economic, society at that time. Statues are
sculpted sophisticatedly with decorative patterns expressing folklore color. They are carved in the solemn
posture and movements and in clothers with dragons vignette, phoenixes, clouds, waves and eight values
things, boxes of books, letters expectancy, coins ... carved meticulously, showing skilful workmanship of
the artisans.
