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Pham Quynh Phwong: Moverment of lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender: from
theory of social movement to reality in Vietnam

Over the past ten years, a strong movement involving the LGBT (Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and
Transgender) has appeared in Vietnam’s society. Vaiorus actions have been taken to change social
awareness and policy lobbies. As a result, there have been changes in many aspects of the social and
cultural life, in amendement of some related laws as well as in Viethamese government’s perception of
LGBT issues in the international arena. This paper studies the LGBT movement from the social movement
theory, presenting the basic theories related to social movements and giving a general description of
formation and achievements of the LGBT movement in Vietnam. This paper stresses that from the
perspective of cultural theory of social movements, establishment of the "unfair frame" and efforts to
invalidate it as well as determination of the group identity provide the foundation for formation and strong
development of the LGBT community and movement during the past years.
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
