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Nguyén Hai Ha: Gift-giving as viewed from anthropolical perspectives

There have been various ways of approaching the practice of gift-giving in anthropology, social
psychology, and sociology, and each of these disciplines has developed a particular framework for
studying gift-giving. This paper is an attempt to review the available works on the gift-giving behavior from
the anthropological perspectives, aimed at providing an overview analysis, which may be useful for those
researchers who are interested in formulating or developing their research on the gift-ging practices in
Vietham. The paper reviews three major trends of research: 1) structural-functionalist approach; 2) cultural
symbolic approach; and 3) economic approach.
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
