Tran Bic Tung: A dao singing: royal arts or folklore performance

In the literature review of & dao singing, this article refers two viewpoints which are considered
fundamental in explaining the origin of this singing: 1/ it derived from the court singing from Ly to Lé
dynasites; and 2/ it originated from folk culture in Thanh H6a Nghé An region. Based on the review and the
field trip findings at Bong Mén village (Thdy Nguyén — Hai Phong), the author thinks that & dao singing was
rooted in the worship singing in village communities very long time ago.
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
