Tém tdt: Trong lich st clia minh, nguoi Chdm da xdy dung Nha nwéc phong kién Chdmpa hing
manh, c6 nhitng déng gép nhét dinh vao tién trinh lich st védn héa Viét Nam. Nguoi Chdm Hroi & Binh
Dinh, Phi Y&n ngay nay hoan toan khéng con biét dén co cdu xa héi thoi Chdmpa. Cho dén truéc Cach
mang thang Tam (1945), don vj xa héi duy nhét con thdy duwoc cda ho |a cac palei. B6 la mét don vi tw
quan, do mét ngudi gid c6 uy tin cao, véi chirc danh po palei (chd lang) ding déu. Ngudi chi lang cling
cac cu trong héi déng gia lang (choha palei), thdy cing (ay/moquai), thd finh quén sw (mom ni pa mu), co
trach nhiém dan dét, diéu hanh moi sinh hoat cuda céng déng. Bai viét tap trung lam rd vai trd van hanh
luat tuc trong té chirc bé may tw quén. Trén co sé dé, bai viét cho thdy sw két hop kha khéo léo gida vai
tro cda bé may tw quan va chinh quyén dia phuong hién nay.
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Pao Nguyén Tinh: The self-governing apparatus of the traditional Cham Hroi village in
the past and at the present

Cham people built their powerful feudal state of Cham Pa, making contributions to the historical and
cultural process of Viet Nam. However, currently, Hroi Cham people in Binh Binh, Phd Yén do not have
knowledge of the social structure of Cham Pa. Before the August revolution (1945), their only visible social
unit was palei which was a self-governing unit, headed by a highly respected old man with the title po palei
(village chief).

The village chief and the elders in the village elders council (chéha palei), shaman (ay/moquai), military
leader (mom ni pa mu), were responsible for leading and managing all activities of the community. The
article focuses on clarifying the role of customary law in the self-governing apparatus. It shows a
sophisticated combination between the role of the self-governing apparatus and the local government.
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
