Nguyén Thi Hién: Nominations of property: the state’s responsibility and the

The state’s role and the community’s responsibility are always promoted at the same time in the
heritage work, which is not only mentioned in the provisions of the UNESCO Convention, the Law on
Cultural Heritage but also proved in practice. The state is obviously responsible for direction,
determination, and approval of the inscription of a property and the preparation of nominations of a
property is seen a policy and plan of the relevant locality. Communities are always passive and depending
on the decisions made by the governments at all levels.

In the preparation of nominations, the State and relevant authorities and agencies plays a prerequisite
role in carrying out the necessary processes and procedures and in assigning organizations and
coordinating with experts. This article studies the preparation of nominations as an aspect of the heritage
work that is a process involving outsiders in heritage-related activities.
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
