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Nguyén Thi Tam Hanh - Pinh Van Hanh: Phi Lai pagoda through Ngoc ljch dé thuw

Phi Lai pagoda in Ba Chuc town, Tri Ton district, An Giang province is one of the most famous
pagodas of T An Hiéu Nghia religion. This pagoda is unique with its architecture and worship decoration
reflecting the combination of Confucianism - Buddhism - Taoism and folk beliefs, which makes it special
and distinctict. Examining Ngoc lich db thw, a document in Ném scrip which was stored in the house of Bui
Van L&, the former head of T& An Hiéu Nghia (An Binh village, Ba Chuc town), the paper described the
architecture and worship decoration of Phi Lai pagoda in its early days at the end of the 19th century and
its current changes. It highlighted the values and artistic architectual characteristics of a worship
establishment of an endogenous religion in the South of Viet Nam.
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
