Tém tét: Mang luéi cac thanh phé sang tao ciia UNESCO (UNESCO Creative Cities Network - UCCN)
la sang kién diroc UNESCO khéi xuéng vao ndm 2004, véi muc tiéu ldy séng tao la yéu té chién lugc dé
bao vé, phat huy sw da dang cta cac bidu dat van héa, thic diy sw hop tac gidra cac thanh phd dép ung
cac yéu cdu vé phét trién dé thj bén viing. Sau gén 20 ndm hinh thanh, mang Iwéi cac thanh phd séng tao
Vv6i 7 linh vuc (thiét ké, dm thue, vdn hoc, nghé thuéat truyén thdng, &m nhac, dién &nh, thd cong va nghé
thuat dén gian) da lan téa dén 301 thanh phé tai 90 qudc gia trén toan cdu. Trong thoi gian qua, cac thanh
phé sang tao, dac biét la cac thanh phd thuéc khu vuc chdu A da chuyén hoéa hiéu qud cac nguédn tai
nguyén dm thuc trong méi lién két v6i 6 finh vuc con lai, dac biét 1a thd cong va nghé thuat dan gian, nham
hién thuc héa cac cam két cia mang lwéi. Trong pham vi bai viét, dua trén bao cdo giam sat cia cac
thanh phé va khao sét thuc té, chung téi budc dau nhén dién cac kinh nghiém cia mét sé thanh phé sang
tao 4m thuc tai Han Quéc va Trung Quéc, tir dé dura ra huéng tiép cén vé kha nédng Iwa chon cda thanh
phé Hué néu dang ky tham gia mang Iwé6i cac thanh phd sang tao trong giai doan 2025 - 2030.

UNESCO Creative Cities Network (UCCN) is an initiative launched by UNESCO in 2004, with the goal
of taking creativity as a strategic factor to protect and promote the diversity of cultural expression,
cooperation between cities for sustainable urban development. After nearly 20 years of formation, the
creative cities network focusing on seven fields (design, cuisine, literature, traditional arts, music, cinema,
crafts and folk arts) has spread to 301 cities in 90 countries globally. Creative cities, especially cities in the
Asian region, have effectively transformed culinary resources in connection with the rest of six sectors,
especially crafts and folk art, to realize the network's commitments. Within the scope of the paper, based
on monitoring reports of cities and field surveys, we initially identify the experiences of some creative
culinary cities in Korea and China. It suggested the possibility for Hue city to join the network of creative
cities in the period 2025 - 2030.
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
