Phan Manh Dwong: Impact of the socio-economic development policy on the
preservation of culture of Sila ethnic people

The acceleration of national industrialization and modernization has created many opportunities and
challenges for ethnic minorities in the North West in general and Si La people in Mwong Té district, Lai
Chau province in particular in the process of integration and development. In this article, we study the
impact of the implementation of social and economic development policies on the preservation and
promotion of the cultural values of Si La people in Mwdng Té district, Lai Chau province. Some solutions to
improve effective implementation of economic, cultural and social development policies for smaller ethnic
minorities in general in the current context are thereby suggested.
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
