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Bui Quang Thanh: Customary law, customs and community organizations of ethnic
minorities in Quang Nam province

For ethnic minorities in general and ethnic minorities in Quang Nam in particular, customary law is one
of the cultural institutions that plays an important role in all activities of the community, closely linked with
the treatment towards nature, society and people. It is notably the domination and adjustment of the
organizational structure of certain ethnic communities which provides a sustainable foundation for the
existence and development of the ethnic groups in the historical process. Based on the collected data
during the field trips to the localities in Quang Nam in which ethnic minorities live, using the published data
of collectors-researchers, we provided initial clarification of the close connection between customs,
practices and especially customary law and the community organization of the Catu, Gie-Trieng, Xe Dang
and Cor ethnic groups in the traditional and contemporary society.
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
