Tém tat: Ninh Van (Ninh Binh) 1& mét lang cé nghé duc dé tir 1du doi, trong déng véi lang Kinh Cha
(Hai Duong), lang An Hoach (Thanh Héa) va c6 thé ca lang nghé Non Nuéc (Pa Nang),... Theo truyén
thuyét thi khéi ddu dan lang chi chd trong téi cac cdng cu sén xuét (ci gid, cdi xay). Ter thoi tw chd, ho d4
phét huy tai ndng vao tao tac da nghé thuat, nhw céc chan téng da ké cét & dén Huyén Thién, mét sé cot
ghi kinh & Hoa Lw D6,... Sau dé nghé nay phat trién vao trong dan, ndi 1én véi céc ngéi dén bang da,
khéng mai & lang Ninh Véan (Hoa Lw, Ninh Binh) tao nén mét phong céach riéng hiém cé & noi khac. Nién
dai cla cac dén nay tap trung vao thé ky XVII va dau thé ky XVIII, véi dé tai réng chdu, hé phu va cac bidu
twong khac duoc thé hién dudi hinh thirc cham néi cao, gén nhw la céc tac phédm diéu khéc, kha chuédn
muc. Truyén thdng &y dang duroc ké thira va phat trién dé dap umg yéu cdu cua thyc tai.

Ngd Thi Kim Tuyén: Temples in Ninh Van commune, Hoa L district, Ninh Binh province

Ninh Van (Ninh Binh) is a long-standing stone carving village, similar to Kinh Chu village (Hai Duong), An
Hoach village (Thanh Hoa) and Non Nuoc craft village (Da Nang). The legend said that first villagers worked
only on production tools (mortars, mills). Since getting autonomy, they promoted their talents and created art
stone such as the stone foundation of the pillar at Huyen Thien temple, some stone columns used to write books
on in Hoa Lu capital. Later the stone carving was widespread and used for normal people’s life, notably the
roofless stone temples in Ninh Van village (Hoa Lu, Ninh Binh) which were extremely unique. These temples
were dated in the seventeenth and early eighteenth centuries, characterized with the theme of dragons, tigers
and other symbols which are prominently carved as standard sculptures. This carving tradition is being inherited
and developed to meet the present requirements.
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
